| Panhard and Levassor, 19, Avenue d’Ivry,

Paris, France. It came in three models: the
PL.17 Saloon, PL.17 Grand Standing
Saloon, and the PL.17 “Tigre” Saloon.

| The Panhard was powered by a 2-cylinder

850 cc engine putting out 42 Hp (50 Hp on
the Tigre). Maximum speed is listed as

The Lloyd was produced by Lloyd Motoren
Werke G.m.b.H., Vulkanstrasse, Bremen
23, Germany. The car was produced in
four models including the the 600,
Alexander, Alexander TS, and Arabella.
Every model except for the Arabella was
available as either a saloon or station
wagon; the Arabella was saloon only.

130 kph for the 800 kg car (1760 1bs.).
Overall length was 4577 mm (180 inches)
and overall width was 1668 mm (66
inches).

The car’s appearance is described as
